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NORTH SYRACUSE CSD DISTRICT-WIDE
ROOF INVESTIGATION

Bell & Spina has been retained to perform a district-wide
roof investigation study which includes 16 buildings.  This
includes four support buildings, 11 schools and a stadium.
The study will provide the district with a snapshot of its
existing roof conditions as well as assist them in
prioritizing maintenance work.  The study will also include
long-term recommendations which will be used to help
the District in setting a budget plan for roof replacements
and major repairs.

Also included in the
project will be the reintroduction of natural light into
the gymnasium with the re-opening of 48 skylights
from the original design.
